Baptism
What Does Baptism Mean?

The word "baptism" is not a word native to the English language. Therefore, it has no
meaning of its own. The English word "baptize" is not a translation but a transliteration.
Translation means to bring the meaning of a word from one language to another. Transliteration
means to bring only the spelling over to another language. The Greek Boantilo is written in
English as "baptizo" and transliterated "baptize”. We must, therefore, go to the Greek for an
understanding of the word's meaning. It is from the Greek root bapto which means "to cover
wholly with a fluid or to stain as with a dye." The word was used of the smith tempering red-hot
steel, totally submerging the steel in water.

What Baptism Is Not.

Baptism is not salvation! Salvation begins when one truly confesses (embraces) Jesus as Lord of
his life and genuinely believes Jesus' death and resurrection to be his final and complete payment
for sin (Romans 10:9-10). Read Ephesians 2:8-9. Baptism would be considered a "work" in
which man could boast. Therefore, baptism is not necessary for salvation. Salvation is a free gift
(Romans 6:23 and Titus 3:5).
